What is  

Tax Increment 

Financing (TIF)? 



What is TIF? 

 Tax Increment Financing, commonly 
called TIF, is a way cities and 
counties can offer incentives for 
projects to make public 
improvements. 



For Exampleé 

 Mr. Jones owns a piece of property in 
the district that he currently pays 
$1,000 per year to the city for 
property taxes. He wants to build a 
small  building on the site. When he 
completes the new building he will 
pay $3,000 in property taxes to the 
city. 



For Exampleé 

 He discovers the water line that 
serves the property is too small to 
provide adequate water pressure. 
The cost of the new water line will be 
$10,000 to upgrade.  



For Exampleé 

 TIF allows Mr. Jones to go to his 
bank, get a 10 year mortgage to pay 
for the construction of the new 
building including the $10,000 for the 
new water line.  



For Exampleé 

 He will pay the full $3,000 in property 
taxes to the city each year, the city 
will rebate $1,000 back to Mr. Jones 
for him to use to pay the note to the 
bank for the water line. Only the cost 
of the water line improvement is 
eligible for the TIF, and not the 
building. 



For Exampleé 

 Current Property Taxes Paid $1,000 per year 

 New Property Taxes Owed $3,000 per year 

       

      difference = 

 City Keeps    $2,000 per year 

       

      divided by two = 

 Rebate to Mr. Jones   $1,000 per year 

 
When Mr. Jones pays off his loan to the bank in 10 years,  

the city will then keep the entire $3,000 in property taxes.

ÅOne (1) member for each of the four residential 
neighborhoods who resides in the Plan project
